


From The Town of Ocean Isle

In order to assist fire and police personnel in responding to emergency calls
and in conjunction with our Town being classified as a Sea Turtle Sanctuary, the
Town has adopted the following rules and regulations regarding the placement
of unattended obstructions on the beach.

Absolutely no cabanas, canopies, tents or awnings are allowed on the beach
at any time.

Umbrellas are permissible but must be removed from the beach on a daily
basis as outlined below.

All personal items and beach equipment must be removed from the beach by
its owner or permitted user on a daily basis.

All personal items and beach equipment unattended and remaining on the
beach between the hours of 7:00pm through 7:30am will be classified as
abandoned property and will be removed and disposed by the Town.

All beach equipment shall be set at least ten feet from any sea turtle nest or
dune vegetation and cannot be placed seaward of the nest.

Failure to comply with these regulations will result in a civil penalty of $50 for
each offense.

Town News

Work is scheduled to begin on the Roundabout at the intersection of First Street and
Causeway Drive this fall. A public hearing to present the plan was held October 9 at
08:30am in the Town Hall Meeting Room. The Town is currently in the permitting/
design phase with Department of Transportation (DOT) regarding this project.

Grant approval has been secured for the Shallotte Blvd. Park Project. The total cost

of the project is $371.855 with grant approval for $278,891. The Town of Ocean Isle

will contribute the remaining $92,964 toward the project. The Ocean Isle Beach Land
Conservancy will install a gazebo and picnic tables and the Ocean Isle Property Owners
has committed funds toward beatification of the area.

Two additional beach accesses will be constructructed during the winter of 2008, one
at Shallotte Blvd. and a handicap access at Durham St., which will extend the dune line
and will include a gazebo.

Town Hall is currentg/ working with an architect to negotiate the contract on their new
building to be located on Causeway Drive.

Following the installation of the storm water system to alleviated flooding issues,
resurfacing was completed on Laurinburg, Monroe and Fairmont Streets. Grants will
be applied for in the future for funding storm water improvements in other flood prone
areas on the island.

Foot washes were installed this past summer at Monroe, Beaufort and Raeford Street
pubic beach accesses. The Town plans to install three additional foot washes this year
on Newport, Concord and Driftwood Street public beach accesses.

A beautification project by the Town was completed last month at the Second Street
waster tower area. The Town will continue the planting of beach grass and sea oats
along the strand this coming winter for dune protection.

The Ocean Isle Beach Recreation Center now has both top and bottom enclosures,
which extend its use into the cooler months and add, further protection during
inclement weather. The facility is available for private rental by contacting Town Hall.
